 The routine is coming along nicely to The Candy Man by Sammy Davis, Jr. Many of you DELIGHT

might not know, but Courtney, Hannah, and Jenny all twirled to this song when they were young. 

This is the costume selected for the competition season. The candy-colored leotard features a striped 

spandex bodice and attached top-skirt embellished with all-over silver hologram sequins. The sweet 

camisole neckline is trimmed with ruffles. The attached magic pink spandex belt is detailed with a 

silver sparkle buckle. Adjustable flesh elastic straps provided for support. The magic pink tricot 

underskirt and spandex trunks are attached at the waist. Includes headband (we will use) and white 

finger gloves (we will not use). Please have your athlete measured ASAP and put down your $40 

deposit to VBC. 

This group is really challenging each other to Puttin’ On the Ritz (radio cut) by 2PM.  JUMP START 

This is the costume selected for the competition season. This spectacular sequin plush stretch velvet 

camisole dress with a front slit sparkles over an attached matte jersey short unitard. Double straps 

cross in the back. Includes rhinestone ponytail holder and crystal rhinestone choker (we will wear the 

headpiece, but not sure about the choker yet!). All athletes will need a black bra for the competition 

season. Please have your athlete measured ASAP and put down your $40 deposit to VBC. 

NATIONALS IN SUNNY CALIFORNIA 2014 

Recreation athletes are encouraged to take the next step in their training and 

set a goal to compete at Nationals. Your athlete/family will need to commit to 

the KTN training sessions July 1st, 2nd, 3rd 3pm to 6pm prior to 

leaving for Nationals and July 11th team day and July 12th individual 

competition (optional). The competition is going to be held at the 

Stockton Arena across from the Civic Center where we have had State before. 

Additional training and entry fees will occur and be split amongst the athletes 

attending. Your US Twirling Team Membership (organized by VBC) will cover 

your US Twirling Membership for National team, basic, military, and 

presentation. If you choose to do a competitive solo event, an additional USTA 

Membership is needed. If interested in attending Nationals or have questions, 

please let Julia know and we will do our best to work with you. We would like 

to make a hotel room block for families interested in staying overnight. 
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
